Assignment: Find a story of your choosing and create a 20-second script.

Filming of story and script #1 with professional cameraman. On-camera
coaching throughout film shoot. Evaluation of presentation and speaking.

Filming of story and script #2 with professional cameraman. On-camera
coaching throughout shoot. Discussion: W here to take your career from
here. What are the best news markets? Who are the best agents?
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
