�Active voice.  Worded to ensure the listener knows the power is in h/her hands to make changes.  Give on-line option for those too shy to call.


�Active voice.  We’re only on one bank, not all of them.  “Keeping up w/the world” includes news, sports, movies, entertainment, local/nat’l/internat’l.


�This is the old standard from pre-television days.  Still effective.


�Active voice.  Used lead in from old-time radio.  


�Used tag line from old-time radio.


�Active voice.  I didn’t like the reference to ‘darkness.’ They know they’re in the dark and/or it’s getting darker…why remind them?  Also, stick to one signature line.


�Active voice, singular.  Conversational tone works better here.


�Active voice, conversation al tone w/real-time request.


�Active voice.  Appeal to those who want to be on the air, but also those more comfortable working behind the scene..


�We can be a little bit more formal here, but with a softer touch to garner sympathy for volunteers’ needs.  I added the signature line to reinforce WJCT’s endorsement of the scheduling.


�Active voice.  Need to tell people when to tune in as well as when the readings are going to start.
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
