 We need to break this cycle.  
Education choice should be provided for all children. 

Education transcends race, gender and socio-economic condition.  It is every child’s way out and a path to defeat income inequality.
“Life should not be chance, it should be choice”.

I am for choice and competition.  It makes everyone perform better and everyone should have a choice in his or her child’s education regardless of income.   No child should have to wait to be educated.  The nearest school is not always the best school. Charter schools and vouchers facilitate this process. 
I believe that parents are in the best position to make decisions for their children.  Without choice, parents have no options. 
“Research shows that college enrollment is growing only for students from educated, high-income families.  Since, 1970, the rate at which affluent students earn bachelor’s degrees has nearly doubled from 40 percent to 77 percent while it has barely increased 6 to 9% for low-income students”. (Pell Institute for the Study of Opportunity in Higher Education and the Alliance for Higher Education and Democracy)

College enrollment has been widening based on family income.  Charter schools are starting to introduce elementary and middle school children to get them thinking about what they want to do when they grow up and professional possibilities for career choices.  A six year old responded to the question what happens in college?  “You get smarter and smarter every day.”

With the right education opportunities open.
