1. Page 1, line 4: Add “the coast of” after “off”?
2. Four lines down: Change “beach-ball-size” to “beach-ball-sized”? Also, OK that first reference (L3) calls SVII a camera and this one calls it a camera head? Change “camera” to “unit” or “instrument” (partly for repetitiveness)?
3. Four lines down: Change “reef that” to “reef, which”?
4. Graf 2, L1: Delete “the lenses on”? (If anything other than the whole camera “snaps” a picture, it would seem to be the aperture, not the lens, which does not move.)
5. G2, sentence 1: Change “to the left, right and below the camera head” to “left, right and downward” or change “left, right and below” to “left and right and beneath”? Also, OK that SVII is again called a “camera head”?
6. P3, G2, L5: Hyphenate “one fourth” and “one third”?
7. G4, S2: It says the oceans’ volume “account[s] for as much as 90% of the planet.” Writer may have confused volume with surface area, but is still off to a considerable degree. As shown in this illustration from the U.S. Geological Survey, water accounts for a tiny fraction of the earth’s volume (less than 1.4 billion cubic kilometers vs. more than 1 quadrillion cubic kilometers):
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Seventy-one percent of the earth’s surface is covered by water, while ocean water makes up about 96.5 percent of the water on earth. That’s the closest figure to the one cited by the writer. The only other comparable comparison I can think of is proportion of mass, but there again, water only accounts for a minuscule share of the earth’s total. 
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The volume of the largest sphere, representing all water on, in, and
above the Earth, would be about 332,500,000 cubic miles (mi3)
(1,386,000,000 cubic kilometers (km3)), and be about 860 miles (about
1,385 kilometers) in diameter.
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8. P5, column 1, L1: Delete comma.
9. Caption: Change “even the smallest” to “many small”? (One would expect small fish, more so than big fish, to find refuge in a coral reef, contrary to what “even” suggests.)

10. P6, G2, L7: Change “in” to “on.”
11. P7, C1, L2: Change “releasing Brazil from” to “relieving Brazil of” or change “releasing Brazil from its former title to “replacing Brazil”?
12. G2, L2: Change “found” to “showed”?

13. G2, last line, and data box: Change “only 460,000 hectares” to “460,000”?

14. G3, L2: Delete “in a statement”?

15. L3: Delete quotation marks around “wake-up call”?

16. Five lines down: Change em dash to comma?

17. Caption: Change “clearcut” to “clear-cut” and change “forests” to “forest.”

18. C2, L3: Change “growth” to “rise”?
19. Next line: Change “planted” to “intended”?

20. G2, S2: Delete “man-made” and change “emission” to “emissions caused by man”?
21. G2, next to last line: Change “controlling” to “reducing”? 

22. P8, C1, L3: Change “canceled” to “caused the cancelation of” or “grounded”?
23. G2, L7: Change “past” to “previous”?

24. Next line: Delete “the size of”?

25. Next line: Add “spill” after “lava”?

26. G3, L2: Change “since become” to “been” or change “long since become” to “always been”? (Wiki says Iceland was created by volcanoes and cites many eruptions through the millennia.)
27. C2, last graf, first sentence: Change “so” to “and” and change “it’s going to” to “it could”? (The first statement does not logically follow from the first, but the reasons are explained in the remainder of the graf. Also the inevitability of “it’s going to” is not supported by the subsequent explanation.)
28. P9, Antarctic Glacier, L4, and data box: Add “the” after “raise.”
29. Next line: Change “were it all to melt, collapse and flow” to “if it all melted, collapsed and flowed.” (Per Words into Type, P343, middle, this is a contingency, not a condition contrary to fact.)

30. G1, sentence 2: Confusing/ambiguous statement: 1) It would seem that all coastal cities are inland to the same degree: not at all (unless, perhaps, one differentiates between sections of cities); 2) the likelihood of a city being swamped would seem to depend at least as much on elevation as on distance from the shore; 3) given the watery topography of the Delaware-Maryland-D.C. area, it seems disingenuous/ambiguous to compare D.C. with cities that have more defined coastlines, such as Los Angeles, Miami and Boston.
31. G2, next to last line: Delete “in a statement”?
32. Polar Vortex headline: Change “Might” to “May”?
33. L1: Change “Eastern” to “eastern”?

34. G2, L1: Change “to” to “in”?

35. L3: Add a space after the period. Also, change “thanks” to “due”? (inappropriately positive connotation)
36. G2, next to last line: Change “makes” to “would make.”
37. P10, L1: Change dash to a comma?
38. Three lines down: Change “which” to “a technique that”? (unclear antecedent)
39. Next line: Change “going back hundreds of years” to “hundreds of years earlier”?
40. G2, L2: Change “could last” to “lasted” or “may have lasted”?
41. Five lines down: Delete “mountains”? (See WIT, P152, second section.)
42. Two lines down: Delete “the remains of” or “bones”? Also change “in” to “at.”
43. Caption: OK that, given the terrain in the photo, this appears to be a depiction of a cattle drive and, hence, the province of a rancher, not a farmer, though caption references farmers?
44. P11, Carbon, last graf, L1: Change “would” to “will”?
45. Earthquake, C2, last line: Change “consumption” to “use”?
46. P12, Deserts, L8: Change “where it mixes” to “mixing”?

47. G3, L3: Change “converts” to “convert.”

48. Hurricane, L2: Change “was” to “had been.”
49. Two lines down: Change “above” to “greater”?

50. Seven lines down: Change “historically weak” to “weak by historical standards”?

51. G2, three lines from end: Delete “were to.” (see item 29)

52. Next line: Add a comma after “estimate”?
