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Is the ‘Great Reset’ setting the stage for the Antichrist?
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One of the greatest stories in the Bible is the battle of David and Goliath, a lesson in courage, faith and achieving the seemingly impossible.
In the story, the Philistine giant Goliath mocked the Israelites and God, calling them to fight, but King Saul and his army did nothing.
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David, the youngest of Jesse’s 12 sons, volunteered to fight Goliath armed with only a sling and five stones. The giant, outfitted with armor, a sword and spear, laughed at David. 
David put a rock in his sling and let it fly, striking Goliath’s head and killing him. Afterward, David used Goliath’s sword to cut off his head, prompting the Philistine army to flee amid their hero’s death.  
The Bible describes more than ninety battles, and David fought in over sixty of them. Amid all the turmoil in today’s world, we can learn a great deal from studying these conflicts and the courage exhibited by biblical heroes like David. 
Our new book, The Military Guide to Armageddon: Battle-Tested Strategies to Prepare Your Life and Soul for the End Times, explores these biblical battles, combining real-world military tactics with spiritual warfare disciplines in the context of unfolding end-times events. 
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Based on extensive research, including scores of interviews with high-ranking U.S. Army officials, geopolitical, economic, and intelligence experts, faith leaders and biblical scholars, we believe the world is on the precipice of the end-times events predicted in Scripture.
The world is at a very precarious point now. The rise of Israel as a nation in 1948, the 1967 Six-Day War and recapture of Jerusalem, the alignment of hostile military powers globally, record levels of global debt, the rollout of implantable microchips, globalization, nuclear proliferation, the moral freefall, cataclysmic wars that could erupt at any time — and on and on it goes.
During the summer of 2020, Klaus Schwab, the founder and executive chairman of the World Economic Forum, announced what he described as the “Great Reset,” warning that the world could be “facing the worst depression since the 1930s.”
“Every country, from the United States to China, must participate, and every industry, from oil and gas to tech, must be transformed,” Schwab said. “In short, we need a ‘Great Reset’ of capitalism.’”
Afterward, TIME magazine featured “The Great Reset” on its cover and Prince Charles announced the world has a “golden opportunity to seize something good from this [COVID-19] crisis” involving “big visions of change.” The WEF met in January in Davos, Switzerland to announce details of this “rebalance” of the global economy.
Critics have warned that the “Great Reset” is the “Green New Deal on steroids” and it is designed to “move the world economy toward socialism, using climate change and COVID-19 as justifications.”
Meanwhile, Catholic Archbishop Carlo Maria Viganò sent an open letter to former President Donald Trump before the presidential election, warning that the “purpose of the Great Reset is the imposition of a health dictatorship.”
The ‘Great Reset’ and the Antichrist
We’re on the edge of some extraordinary events that will take place in the world — the rise of the Antichrist and the fulfillment of many other biblical prophecies.
We have been given time to turn back to God, to make the church stronger, to advance in fulfilling the Great Commission, but time is running short. Just as God gave time to Israel to repent as detailed in the books of Isaiah and Jeremiah, he’s giving us time — a window.
The days of great evangelists and preachers such as Billy Graham, Dwight L. Moody, Charles Spurgeon, George Whitefield, and similar figures seem to be over. The church in America is at its lowest moral and spiritual point in history. We no longer make disciples. We make converts that sit in the pews and don’t’ know how to follow Christ. 
We need to be on a war footing, preparing to enter spiritual warfare, much like the Army is now preparing for war with nations such as Russia, China, North Korea, and Iran. 
In the 20th century, the church in Germany under the rule of Nazi leader Adolf Hitler was not ready or prepared for what was about to happen.
If we don’t prepare, we are doomed to repeat history. During World War II, German pastor Dietrich Bonhoeffer was one of the lone voices that stood against the Third Reich and he paid for it with his life. Where is the Bonhoeffer’s of our time?
The Army’s number one priority is being “Battle Ready!” “Battle Ready!” sets the conditions for victory in Christ. Since the number one priority for the Army is readiness, there is no other number one, and there should not be a higher priority for the church as well.
The Military Guide to Armageddon is a wakeup call to prepare for the last of the last days. Matthew 24:36 tells us that that no one knows the “day or hour” of Christ’s return, except the Father, but Christ told us to be ready and watch for signs of his return. We need to prepare by being the warriors that God intended us to be, not by hiding or fretting, but by preparing for Christ’s return. 
We don’t know what hardships we’ll face in the future, but let’s be prepared. In the military, there are some clear steps in the making of a warrior who is ready for the rigors of battle. We look at those steps closely, along with how this translates into spiritual preparedness as described in the Bible. 
The Making of a Warrior 
The preparation for the making of a warrior of God follows the same basic training patterns of the Army. The first thing we need to do every day is put on our spiritual armor. Put on Christ, ask what he would have you do, get in tune with his commands for the day, dive into his Word, and listen to and obey his commands.
The church is asleep at the wheel right now because we haven’t learned the basics and the fundamentals of discipleship — prayer, reading the Word, all the things they did in the New Testament.
We’re not steeped in the basics of discipleship anymore. We go to church once a week, maybe twice, and we think that we’re doing great, but we’re not fundamentally trained in the basics of what it really takes to be a Christian in the end times.
What happens when tough times come, when casualties start flowing, the economy collapses? What happens to believers then? They’re not going to be ready. The kind of living we’re experiencing now will not survive the first punch in the end-times scenario. 
We must go to the next level. It’s time to awaken the sleeping giant, fight the powers of darkness and win the lost to Christ. We need an army of courageous David’s to stand up to the Goliaths of our time.  
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
